A Note from Jim Sheffield - Membership Chairman
Brother Knights, as we stated in our last news letter, we have met the membership quota for the Star Award but on the insurance side we are still two (2) short. I did a few years back, it's made some money and at that time we meet our goal, which helped us to obtain the Star Council award for that year. I’ve still got my money and Plaque on the wall. Ideally it's best to get new insurance members at membership time but we have not been able to that, and now it's crunch time and we all need to be working the problem.
Membership is kind of like evangelizing for Christ, we are all supposed to be doing it and you don't get too old to do it. New members assure the continued growth and success of our council as well as the worldwide organization. I am asking those of you who haven't signed up a new member for awhile to do a little "evangelizing". Please consider the $300 annuity and contact our insurance rep. noted below.
Insurance Agents Letter
