GRAND KNIGHT’S MESSAGE
Brother Knights

This past July Darrell Ehlers and I attended the Summer Leadership Meeting in Pasco Washington. Once again the meeting was, as I expected, full of ideas and information that we can use to move our councils forward in membership, activities, community service and seminarian support.

Our State Deputy John Walker reported that our state fell short of its membership quota set by Supreme. Not only were we short by 46 members we also had 19 councils throughout the state that were inactive. As of July 1, 2008 our state has 16,261 members. Supreme would like us to be at 16,700 by June 30, 2009. Measures have been taken to increase membership quotas.

John Walker also reported on the importance of defeating the Death with Dignity bill or as we call it the Physician Assisted Suicide bill. Supporters of this bill accumulated over 320,000 signatures which is more than enough to have it put on this year’s ballot. Booth Gardner supporters have raised over 1.5 million dollars to support this bill. The Catholic Bishops throughout the state of Washington are asking for the support of the Knights of Columbus to help defeat this bill. I will be bringing this issue up at our council meeting to get your input on this matter. Some changes made by the State Council this year included the Grand Knights monthly report, the 1000pts. Club, 4 membership blitz’s instead of 2, and a few other things. Please come to the future meetings as I have a lot to share with you.

Our Parish Luau on Aug. 2nd was our first social event of the year. Attendance was lower than last year but we still managed to make a profit. $500 from the proceeds was donated to Holy Spirit Parish for St. Anthony’s Chapel windows. At this time I would like to thank all of the people who helped us with setup, cooking and cleaning after the luau. I assure you the help was greatly appreciated. I would also like to thank Claudia and Wayne Palea for their donation of the pineapple upside down cake. It was so “ono” (delicious), and to the Kona Kai Coffee Company for their Kona Coffee donation.
